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· Our Ninth Annual SCAN NATOA, Inc. Spring Conference – "2005: "The best defense (is a good offense)... ", was held on May 19th in Santa Monica at the Fairmont Miramar Hotel. Attendees from eleven different states took part in a full day of activities that included nationally recognized speakers.  Corporate sponsorships enabled the Chapter to keep the registration prices low and the benefits high. Registration fees have been held constant for this event for several years. The conference had four dynamic tracks: Elected and Appointed Officials; Telecommunications and Regulatory; Government Access; and Government Access Technology and Facilities.

· The Spring Conference also included the Ninth Annual STAR Awards Video Programming competition and gala luncheon.  There were 210 entries (up 35%) for the STAR Awards.  The Luncheon show included SCANNETTES and the Monrovia High School Marching Band.

· SCAN NATOA, Inc. at chapter meeting for “Creating an Innovative Billboard That People Will Actually Watch” recorded and gave to each attendee, free DVD’s.
· Increased electronic distribution of information to our members through our web site, Listserve and supplemental e-mail lists.  Our SCAN NATOA, Inc. Listserve now serves 185 (up 10%) municipal and professional representatives.

· Online credit card payments for SCAN NATOA, Inc. events were accepted.

· The SCAN NATOA, Inc. Chapter meeting on the “Future of Local Franchising Authorities and the Industry:  Proposed Changes to California’s Level Playing Field Law (Government Code 53066.3)” not only had 78 individuals attend, but also resulted in more than 60 orders for the DVD of the meeting by SCAN NATOA, Inc.  and NATOA members.
· Dues were kept at the same low rate since fiscal year 2000-2001 and we continue to deliver the services and educational opportunities we offered in prior years.

· COMET (Community Media Television) Network was launched in May 2001.  COMET is designed to be a centralized resource center for 
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· government access programmers.  COMET Listserve initially had 23 participating channels; today it has increased 81% to 120 channels, representing 205 individual participants in over 30 states.  The Listserve provides production staff across the country with information on programming, technical issues, equipment recommendations, trouble shooting, job opportunities and general production topics.  COMET was expanded nationwide in 2003 to allow NATOA members to share video programming and production related information. 
The SCAN NATOA, Inc. Board of Directors will prepare a financial report as required by the Bylaws within 120 days after the close of our fiscal year on June 30, 2005.  Members may receive a copy of the report by contacting any Director.

It has been another great year for SCAN NATOA, Inc.  The Chapter will continue to support issues that best address the needs of the communities we represent.  We will continue to recognize the importance of information, preparation and cooperation, as we approach our next year with a determination to continue to expand our activities and improve our services to our members.
